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Rather than “ripping and 
replacing”, restoration can often 
be a better combination of 
saving money while reducing 
landfill inputs.

I n t h i s t ime o f  economic 
uncertainty, savvy bui lding 
owners & managers are looking 
for ways of extending the useful 
life of their real assets rather 
than replacing or upgrading 
them. Restoration of concrete 
s t ruc tu res , i ns ta l l a t ion o r 
r es to ra t i on o f wa te rp roo f 
membranes, and resurfacing of 
cracked & degraded concrete 
floors fits this bill perfectly. 

During the life of  a concrete 
structure natural and man-made 
environmental factors will cause 
the structure to degrade.  Natural 
site settling, earthquakes, use of 

heavy equipment, or nearby 
construction can lead to cracks 
in the concrete structure. The 
natural migration of  water and 
chemicals through unprotected 

concrete on parkade decks, the 
use of chemical cleaners in food 
processing areas, thermal shock, 
and other factors can lead to 
erosion, spalling, chipping and 
cracking. 

I f le f t unchecked, concrete 
degradation will lead to structural 
safety issues, trip and fall hazards, 
food safety concerns, damage to 
equ ipmen t , h ighe r ongo ing 
maintenance costs, and much 
higher remediation costs than if the 
degradation and its causes are 
addressed early.   

Whatever the specif ic case, 
concrete degradation is a Òvicious 
cycleÓ or Òself  fulfilling prophesyÓ in 
which initial damage increases the 
concre teÕs exposure to the 
elements that are  causing the 
damage. This serves to accelerate 
the degradation process.  

One can use a parkade structure 
as an example of  this vicious 
cycle. Through the life of  a 
p a r k a d e d e c k , w a t e r a n d 

chemicals (salt, etc.) migrate 
through unprotected concrete 
(which is porous by nature) and 
rust the load bearing rebar. As the 
rebar rusts, it expands, cracking 
the deck and allowing more water 
to penetrate.  Movements caused 
by traffic and natural factors 
accelerate the deck cracking. 
Eventually the concrete around 
the rusting rebar will delaminate, 
further exposing the deck to water 
damage.

De-lamination and cracking from 
freeze-thaw cycles leads to unsafe 
stairs for this strata corp.

Rust stains in ceilings indicate that 
the load bearing rear is rusting and 
loosing its effectiveness
